In his address, the Governor made the case for his
budget proposal, which combines substantial revenue
increases, cuts and fund shifts to close a $25 billion
deficit over the next eighteen months. He reiterated
his call for tax increases and vowed to put an
extension of the 2009 tax increases to a vote of the
people.

"Unfortunately, Governor Brown is simply re-hashing
old ideas,"” Silva said. "The people have voted on
these very taxes as recently as 2009. The economy
has not improved since then and Californians are in
no mood to see their taxes raised again. Instead, we
need to listen to what the people are saying, which is
'live within your means."™

While Silva was pleased to hear the Governor's sense
of urgency and willingness to make spending
reductions, he was disappointed that the cuts weren't
more substantive.

"I look forward to working with Governor Brown to
implement spending reductions, as we consolidate
state functions and right size government and deal
with the unsustainable pension promises. We must
address a broad spectrum of immediate cash flow
remedies and long term work-out solutions, as our
state is de-facto bankrupt. It's not that complex; every
day we spend more money than we have, merely adds
to the state's deficit. The people of California want us
to fix this mess and we have the tools to do so without
holding a costly special election in June,” Harkey
said.
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In his State of the State address, Governor Brown
made the case for his budget plan for the next 18
months, which contains $14 billion in higher taxes, $8
billion in spending cuts and $6.5 billion in fund shifts
and borrowing. Harkey said that the voters of
California rejected every statewide tax increase in
both the May 2009 and November 2010 elections.

"Sacramento lacks credibility, because in 2009 we
saw how the 18 month budget fix' that included
temporary taxes, did not even last six months.
Spending is out of control due to passing budgets that
do not correspond with reality. A budget is merely a
spending plan, and right now our plan doesn't work."
Harkey concluded.

[Last night], Governor Brown spoke at great
length about the importance of passing tax
extensions on Californians. The detail he failed
to mention is that his budget proposal includes
approximately $60 billion in new taxes spread
over 5 years.

It is absurd that our Legislature would even
consider asking Californians to pay $60 billion
in additional taxes by leading the public to
believe that those increases would solve our
state’s fiscal problems. Depending upon which
financial analysis of our pension system you
believe, we have an unfunded pension liability of
somewhere between a hundred billion dollars
and half-a-trillion dollars.

California has a massive tsunami of unfunded
pension liability looming on the horizon. It is
deceitful for the Legislature to engage the public
in a conversation regarding 5 years of tax
increases under the guise of balancing our state’s
budget. When our pension systems are no longer
able to meet their financial obligations to our
public employees, the taxpayers will be required
to cover the shortfall. The same actors who are
now asking Californians to pay 5 years of higher
taxes will go back to the voters again and again,
tax increase after tax increase.

Governor Brown [also] glossed over pension
reform — uttering only a few words on the topic
and offering no substantive proposals. Until we
have implemented reforms that get our unfunded
pension liability under control, it is
unconscionable for our Legislature to discuss
raising taxes on hardworking Californians.
